Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission convened on July 27, 2021 in person at City Hall. 
I. Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm by Carol Rush. 
II. Secretary Report:  Motion was made by Barbara Sandhagen moved to amend the minutes to add Tanner to being present at the last meeting. Tanner seconded the amendment. Amendment passed unanimously. Tanner moved to approve the minutes as amended, Barbara Sandhagen seconded the motion. Amended minutes from June, 22, 2021 of the Commission were approved unanimously.
III. Tree Removal Requests:  There was 4 total, however there were no guests present to discuss any of the removal requests. 639 Scott – Chris moved to approve the removal with the condition to replamt ornamental trees or trees approved by the City Forester. Tanner 2nds with unanimous approval. 34 Lemp – Mike moved to allow removal. Tanner seconded. Unanimously approved. 120 W Madison – Ned moved to approve and Mike seconded, unanimously approved. 416 N Woodlawn – Cory presented a letter and permit request for the resident to remove 3 mulberry trees. Barb moved to approve the removal as submitted with Tanner second. Unanimously approved the removal. 
IV. Urban Forester Report: Cory Meyer reported that there were some updates made to the Tree Manual and the updated version is now posted on the website. A long report was given about the July storm and the City’s cleanup operations.  There were some damage to City trees with a total of 13 trees that either came down or needed removal due to the storm. Most of these were pear trees. Cleaning operations is estimated to be completed in 5 weeks. 
V. ACTIVITY REPORTS
a. Junior TreeKeepers Program:  The idea of establishing a sub-committee was brought up and discussed to plan the Junior Treekeeper summer camp event for 2022.  Carol asked for volunteers, Tanner, and Ned volunteered, Renee was appointed with Carol being on the sub-committee as well.

e. Event Participation:  Confirmation of the booth was provided to the Commission. Mike volunteered to develop the schedule for working the booth. The commission discussed setting up a day to go through the supplies at the public works building for the booth. Cory mentioned that he needs a couple days lead time to schedule a time when he can give access to the building to get to the KUFC material.
