Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission convened on April 27, 2021 via Zoom for a virtual meeting due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

II. Secretary Report:  Motion was made by Ned Golterman and seconded by Chris Molitor to approve minutes as submitted. Minutes from the March 23rd meeting of the Commission were approved unanimously.

IV. Urban Forester Report: Cory Meyer reported the Forestry Department will be pruning zone 5 this year and completed the pruning of zones 3 and 4 last month.  Tree removals have begun again in the City.  Three Tulip Poplar trees were planted along the south border of the new Performing Arts Center during the Celebration of Arbor Day on Saturday, April 24, 2021. He referenced the availability of tree selection information including recommended and prohibited tress in the Tree Manual, which is located on the Forestry page of the website.  The Tree manual also includes canopy spread in feet, referencing the diameter of the canopy spread.
