I. APPROVAL OF APRIL 27, 2022 MEETING MINUTES – unanimously approved.

h. Kids Day – Laura said we will basically replicate what was done last year – e.g., kid claw, inflatables, etc; she said Hansen Tree Service needs to be contacted to see if they will do bucket truck rides again this year.

j. Fundraising – Jim said we are confirmed at $38,500 raised, but could get up to $45,000 if a few other sponsors come through.

l. Rotary Ramble – Mark reported that September 10 (the Saturday before Greentree) is race day, and that preparation for the race is right where it should be at this stage.
