I. APPROVAL OF MAY 25, 2022 MEETING MINUTES – unanimously approved.
II. COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS/REPORTS
a. Party in the Park – Pat reported, “We’re fine, though we had one truck bail on us.”
b. Parade – Linda reported that “We have 13 participants right now and we should be picking up more; Peggy says we’re right in line with where we should be; we finally got ahold of bagpipers; we need check request forms for the two people in the parade that need checks; we need to go to PJ’s and get the coupons; Dave White has agreed to be our parade announcer.”
c. Parade Parking Lot – Nothing to report.
d. Entertainment – no report, although word has it Bob has filled his one remaining slot.
e. Transportation – Victoria asked whether food vendors are required by contract to supply food for the bus drivers (Honeybee’s provided this food last year), and Kyle said “No, we don’t have contracts for food vendors.” Linda added that we will make sure we supply food for the bus drivers.
f. Arts & Crafts – Per Debbie, “We’re doing really well, we stopped taking redundant applications, still waiting on a few new crafters to fill us up.   I’m being super picky; we’re getting some really good applications, most of which are new.”
g. Food, Game & Info – Kirk reported that “We are in the process of working on the booths and getting close to being finished.” Regrettably, the group decided that the fire demonstration will not be included this year because it takes up too much space. Food and Information booth registration has now been closed.
h. Kids Day – Per Kyle, no specific update but things are happening and are on target as usual. 
i. Service Groups – Per Kirk, “Talked to Summit, everything is in order, and the beer is on the truck.”
j. Fundraising – Jim said we are confirmed at $41,000 raised (!), and it looks like we could get up to $45,000 or more depending on how Lou Fusz works out.
k. Logistics – Curt said a golf cart for Peggy has been arranged and Kyle said we have the money in the budget to cover this; Gerry added that there are golf carts available at the high school for use in the parade; Gerry will work with Athletic Director Cory Neslage on how, and for whom, those carts will be used. For recycling, per Curt and Kyle, we may buy recycle containers for festival goers to use (as was this year for Cars & Guitars) and have Sanitation sort it afterward.
l. Rotary Ramble – Mark reported that the September 10 race is on target and that Christina Kimberly is replacing Joe Walsh as race day organizer. Per Linda and Mark, Ramble proceeds recipients are Moms of Meacham, KirkCare, KSD Now, Kirkwood Firefighters Outreach, and Kirkwood Police Officers’ Association, and we need to make sure all of these recipients are included on the Ramble website.
m. Police – no report
n. Photography – Per Linda, Bill will take our picture once we have all the t-shirts and we’ll make sure that photo is in the WKT per usual.
o. Communications – no report
p. Folk Life – All the “reliables” are re-signed up, per Cindy, and “I’ve got a couple of real good ones we’re probably going to add.”
q. Pickleball – Kyle reported that on Sep 9, 10, and 11 there is a very large pickleball tournament that’s already taking place in St. Louis, so the committee voted to unanimously to move the tournament to Sep 23, 24, and 25.
r. Fiddlers – Kyle will work with the fiddlers.
