Zoe inquired and has gotten positive responses from Meramec Community College Art Department and Kirkwood High School. Additionally, professional artist Bryan Haynes will show his paintings in the Spring Exhibition. 

Outdoor Public Art- Zoe has not heard back from the Gateway Foundation regarding the possible loan of the Nagare sculpture and will contact them again in January. Art reported on the mural project stating that UMB contractors have begun installing the murals designed by the Meramec Community College students. A discussion was held regarding whether to participate in the Sculpture on the Move Program. Reasons not to participate included general irregular quality due to works not being juried, judging is done based on only one photo and angle of work, updated condition
