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Greentree Meeting MINUTES

Meeting was called to order by Linda Ross at 7:11 p.m.

0. ITEMS ADDRESSED BEFORE THE OFFICAL START OF THE MEETING:

a. Committee agreed that this year’s Greentree will honor Greg Thompson, a member of the Greentree staff and a fixture at the community for years. Greg was not in the best of health and died in the Spring of this year. We all miss him and his smiling face and "can do" attitude. Linda will speak with his family to do a small bio of him at the intermission on Friday night (generally, during that time, the members of the executive committee are introduced and the Mayor speaks and welcomes everyone to the festival; Linda will do a small, tasteful send up to Greg then).
b. Renee from Kirkwood Magazine was introduced; Renee then took some pictures for her article about Greentree, which will be published in the September issue, just in time for the festival.
c. It was announced, with much sadness, that Katie Burkhalter has been diagnosed with stage three cancer and will begin chemotherapy on August 3. Katie has been a very dependable and hard-working member of our committee for more than 35 years. Her father was one of city council members who began the Greentree Festival back in the early '60's.
I. APPROVAL OF JUNE 22, 2022 MEETING MINUTES – unanimously approved.
II. COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS/REPORTS
a. Party in the Park – Pat reported, “It’s set! Everything is in place.”
b. Parade – Linda reported that we have 30 parade entries so far, which is low compared to the 56 entrants we had last year; she said she would talk with Kyle about extending the application cut-off from August 1 to September 1 and will call past entrants who have not yet signed up; Linda said applications often occur at the last minute.
c. Parade Parking Lot – Gerry said he will need the list of parade entrants 7-10 days ahead of time, and added that there will be plenty of room in the lot if there are only 30 or so entries this year.
d. Entertainment – Per Bob, the bands are all booked with an excellent line-up featuring Marquis Knox as the headliner.
e. Transportation – Victoria said we’re good to go, contracts are signed, that we may not need more than 1 or 2 buses, and that a 3rd bus can be added easily if needed.
f. Arts & Crafts – Debbie reported that we had a few people drop out, citing covid or fear of covid, but that she has filled those openings already; she said we have quite a few new things this year; Debbie still has a few slots she is holding open in case strong applications are submitted at the last minute.
g. Food, Game & Info – Katie said everything is finalized including the layout; there are a few more booths than last year; food booths are closed, but there are still a few info and game booths available.
h. Kids Day – Per Laura, we have lots of people booked; Laura will get together with Kyle and Curt to put together the final layout. Bryson Reed and a camp director will be present on Kids Day and help Laura manage everything.
i. Service Groups – Per Kirk, “All is well, the beer is on the truck.”
j. Fundraising – no report
k. Logistics – All good, per the Barthelmai.
l. Rotary Ramble – Mark reported things are going well; has 36 registered runners so far which is typical at this stage; goal is to reach at least 262 runners (one more than last year); the Fun Run will be re-routed this year to go through Kirkwood Park rather than streets to make it more, well, fun. Curt reassured everyone that the construction on Geyer Road will not interfere with the Ramble or the parade.

n. Photography – Bill will take our picture.
o. Communications – no report
p. Folk Life –Per Cindy, “Doing final tweaking, have lost a few but gained a few; all good.”
q. Pickleball – Linda mentioned that the pickleball tourney will be held the week after Greentree on Sep 23, 24, and 25; Vetta Sports will be running the tournament; parks department sports coordinator, Brenton Ward, is the person to contact for anyone who wants to participate (online sign-up may also be available).
