CITIZEN COMMENTS -None

APPROVAL OF June 12, 2023 MEETING MINUTES-A motion to pass the minutes was made by April and seconded by Glenda.  Minutes approved as amended – adding April Morris and removing Donna Poe in attendance.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 

KPAC outdoor site – Discussion on the Albert Dicruttalo piece continued.  Zoe stated the sculpture is $38k with shipping and insurance $5500. Dana asked about the need for structural engineers in determining the base. She recommend we speak to the current location for installation specs.  Dana also suggested we get a maintenance plan from the artist. Zoe met with Pete Laufersweller, the city horticulturalist/arborist. He is too busy with current park locations and does not have the work force or resources to design the KPAC. Pete recommended we bid out for landscaping. It was decided to prepare a motion to present to council recommending the procurement of the Dicruttalo sculpture, entitled Mensch, by the Kirkwood Arts Commission. The motion was made by Jonathan and seconded by Glenda and unanimously passed. 

Gateway Foundation/Nagare Sculpture Update- Zoe reported that we were not awarded the long term loan of the Nagare sculpture from the Gateway Foundation and has not heard any further as to the reasoning. 

Developer brochure-Brochure is completed. Jonathon noted that a PDF of the brochure is up on the City’s developers section of the website. 













Mural project update- no updates

Discussion of priority projects/funding – Zoe asked the committee to think about the priorities of projects  - 

Kiss – Zoe showed photos showing the work has been scratched. There are also several areas of rust and missing paint. She contacted the artist to ask about the paint system and colors used on the piece and has not heard back. Zoe also noted that the plastic light fixtures are broken as a result of people walking on them and noted there are no physical or phycological barriers to protect the lights or sculpture. She is looking into getting the label updated and post mount size reduced. Discussion continued about whether to move it to the park or leave in place. Jonathan thought better to leave until a replacement sculpture is found. Zoe felt that with the disruption with the train station renovation project starting in 2024 perhaps this area is less of a priority for now, however noted that it could take a while to find a piece so everyone should keep an eye out for a suitable sculpture. Dana said she gets a lot of info from artists and will pass along. Zoe noted that we will have a better idea of funding once the Roll Up program starts. We should continue to look for donors as well. 

Three Chairs – Zoe noted the library had cut down a sick tree and thought the Three Chairs sculpture would appropriate for this site as there is a relationship between the work and the function of the library. She asked for the committee’s thoughts on this idea. She was going to call the head of the library, Christa Van Herreweghe, to see if they would like to discuss this possibility. Donna and Jonathan said that the library had a landscape plan that was in the final stages of approval for the site.
