I. Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. by Mike Hankins. 
II. Secretary Report: A motion was made by Renee Werner and seconded by Ned Golterman to approve the minutes as submitted. Minutes from August 30, 2022, meeting of the Commission were approved unanimously.
III. Tree Removal Requests:  449 Par Lane
a. The property owner is requesting to remove two trees:  1) an ash near the rear property of the property on the right of way of Seekamp, and 2) a small redbud on the fron of the property off of Par. 
b. The motion was made by Chris Molitor and seconded by Mariah Harris to approve the tree removal. The motion was approved unanimously.
IV. Urban Forester Report:  Pruning remains suspended - likely through the end of the year - due to the increase of trees needing removal due to decline and in a hazardous area. Ash and oak trees are in decline.  Removal requests were 132 last month; up to 137 this month.  The nuisance code language was updated and approved by City Council.  
V. Activity Reports
a. Junior Treekeepers Program:  Jan 2023 is ideal to begin next year’s program planning; it aligns with Park programming.  Josh will be the staff liaison and provide continuity.

b. Great Rivers Greenway on West Essex - bike path is designated to be on the North side under the power lines - will remove trees; the south side will not lose any trees.
