APPROVAL OF JULY 10th, 2022 MEETING MINUTES-A motion to pass the minutes was made by April and seconded by Glenda.  Minutes approved as written.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 

KPAC east entrance site project update- Zoe reported that at the suggestion  of Art and herself, she went to review the Dicruttalo sculpture at its current location in Yountville, CA. KAF paid for this trip which occurred from July 31st to August 2nd. On August 3rd, Zoe said that she presented a powerpoint presentation to the city council at the working session.The sculpture project was unanimously approved and warmly welcomed.

Discussion of priority projects/funding- Topics included placement of art in Kirkwood Park after the vandalism of the work by the amphitheater. It was noted that the Kiss sculpture has scratches on the surface. Zoe added that minor conservation work should be done on paint areas that have chipped away. Downtown projects were discussed in terms of priorities with the area between the market and train station being one. This may be a good project for a RAC grant application. Alley projects were also discussed, as well as sculpture movement.

Report of meeting with Head of Kirkwood Library- Zoe met with Christa Van Herregweghe to see if a discussion should continue about the possible moving of the Three Chairs Sculpture to the library property. She confirmed that the landscaping project for this area had just been approved by city council. She like the idea but an outdoor reading area was in the plan.  












Sculpture on the Move Update- Zoe reported she had contacted both Michael Herr and Leann Porello in Jefferson City regarding the removal of the Stellated Bronze sculpture.
