d. WKT ad space has already been reserved for all concerts and the Summer Community Calendar.
e. Arts Calendar – Erika will send concert info to Jessica and KPAC every month.
f. Social Media – Rachel has agreed to handle social media posts for the concert season.  She will also send our concert info to other arts calendars in the St. Louis area.
g. Parks & Rec Guide – already published, but Kyle will add our dates/info to the Park’s social media postings.
h. WKT Articles – Mike will write articles about our concert season: one for early-June and one for mid-September.
i. Press Release – this was discussed, but no assignment was made. 
D. Volunteers – We always need volunteers, so please recruit anyone you know who would be willing to help pass out brochures and collect donations.
E. Update on Amphitheater Repairs – Kyle reported that the light replacements for over the stage is in the Park budget and has been approved.  He still needs to submit RFP and schedule the work to be done.  He hopes the work will be completed before our first concert, but cannot promise that.
