KPAC east entrance site project update- Zoe announced that the funding of the sculpture, Mensch was complete. Installation details were no being addressed. 

SBD  Future Projects- It is unclear when the Amtrak plans for the possible location of a temporary passenger will be completed. Donna is interested in a temporary beautification of Bisso Park possibly using flowers. The tree stump needs to be removed. There is an irrigation system there to work around. Donna was going to look at the area with Art. All agreed the water fountain replacement was a sculpture priority.
