	Approval of Minutes: October 15, 2018 – Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted.   Dick Gordon seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

Sign Review - New Business

Case No. 32-18S –11212 Manchester Rd – Nails Studio, Zoning B-3 – Mason Sign Co, applicant. New channel letter wall sign 20” x 10” = 16.6 sq. ft., Total signage = 16.6 sq. ft. Pat Jones moved to continue the case until a letter from the owner clarifies that all future signs at the location will be changing to a more consistent style. Dick Gordon seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.

Case No. 33-18S – 214 N Clay Ave. Ste 100 – Restovich Associates, Zoning B-2 – George Restovich, applicant.  23.66” x 188.93” = 31.04 sq. ft.  Total signage = 31.04 sq. ft. Pat Jones made a motion to approve as submitted.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved. 


Residential Review - New Business

Case No. 180-18R – 231 Longview Blvd – Zoning R-3 – Roeser Home Remodeling, applicant. Addition of kitchen and master bathroom. Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted for final review.  Pat Jones seconded motion.  Unanimously approved. 

Case No. 181-18R – 1004 Glenford Ct – Zoning R-3 – Irina Tran, applicant. Addition of basement bedroom and decks. Don Anderson made a motion to submit for cursory review with the following changes: 1) Add a window or brick between the 2 columns @ old garage door. 2) Front door consistent with house style (flat front door). 3) Add band board or trim between 1st floor and lower floor on the side elevation. Mike Chiodini seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.

Case No. 182-18R – 434 Central Pl – Zoning R-4 – Kimberly Abeln, applicant. Addition to front porch and new detached garage. Don Anderson made a motion to submit for cursory review with the following changes: 1) Raise the roof pitch on the second floor front half to meet the peak of the dormers in the center 2) Add larger window on front elevation. 3) Add framed lattice under the porch. Pat Jones seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

Case No. 183-18R – 9 Silver Ln – Zoning R-4 – Jane Ann Forney, applicant.  Combine (2) dormers to create single space. Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve as submitted for final review.  Pat Jones seconded motion.  Unanimously approved. 

Case No. 184-18R – 516 W Washington Ave. – Zoning R-4 – Lewis Homes, applicant.  New single family residence. Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted for final review.  Pat Jones seconded motion. Unanimously approved. 

Case No. 185-18R – 433 W. Adams Ave – Zoning R-4 – MRM Manlin, applicant.  New single family residence. Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes: 1) Front elevation second floor needs 4” gable bump out. 2) Pillars should be smaller (possibly 14x12 or 12x8 with a 16” or 18” base.) 3) Change window sizes on both side elevations to 20x20. 4) Add window to 2nd floor laundry room. Pat Jones seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

Case No. 186-18R – 510 Bedford Oaks Dr. – Zoning R-4 – Scott McLain, applicant.  Family room/master suite, covered porch addition & detached garage. Don Anderson made a motion to submit for cursory review with the following changes: 1) Angle brackets on garage entrance roof to be changed to posts or reduce size of entrance roof.  2) Remove keystones and shutters and add trim to match the existing house. Dick Gordon seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes: 1) Larger windows on second floor north side and south side elevations. 2) Raise fireplace doghouse to match front porch height. 3) Upper middle window on front elevation should match other two. 4) Add more details to the columns (use cap and base columns). 5) Hip roof on porch instead of widow’s walk. Dick Gordon seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.

Case No. 188-18R – 450 Par Ln. – Zoning R-4 – J.C. Custom Homes, applicant. Addition to garage.
Don Anderson made a motion to submit for cursory review with the following changes: 1) Remove keystones and trim all windows and doors to match existing. 2) Add larger window on south elevation. 3) Install round gable vents. Dick Gordon seconded motion. Unanimously approved.
