I. Minutes:  The minutes from September 18 were tabled until the next meeting. 
II. Planning/Budgets: Jim Weidman went through the budget issues. Discussion ensued about which amounts should come from the City and which from the Foundation. 
III. Transition Logistics:  Murray Pounds will take over as staff liaison in November. Beth discussed the logistics.  There are some items in her office that need to be moved, and the November meeting will need to be moved to a different date due to lack of a quorum on November 20.  The Commission agreed to meet on November 29 if Zoe and Murray are available. 
IV. Lighting for Purple Twist:  The cost to install the lighting and run electric to the lighting is about $2,800.  The Commission voted to approve this amount, subject to Will’s review.  Gary Hochberg made the motion.  Jim Weidman seconded it. Motion passed. 

V. Making Music:  The subcommittee would like to move the start time of the summer concert series to 7:30 p.m., due to the excessive heat that typically affects the concert goers and the musicians.  Gary Hochberg made the motion. Will Frank seconded the motion. Motion passed.  Gary also mentioned that the Fall Harvest concert was coming up this weekend and that all 2019 concerts had been booked.  Staff Liaison Beth von Behren reminded Gary and the Commission that Commissioners need to vote on the slate of musicians before they are booked.  The bands are:  The Bel-Airs, the U.S. Air Force Band, Dan Rubright’s Wire Pilots, Brothers Lazaroff, Hillary Fitz Band.  Gary made a motion to accept this slate. Glenda Hares seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The subcommittee has also identified three bands they would like to have a the multi-band concert on Saturday, May 4. They are: Ross Bell Band, Rosewood, Serape.  Gary made the motion to accept this slate. Will Frank seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

VI. Photo Contest Wrap-Up:  Jim Erwin reported on the contest. We need a way to share photos from the reception with participants, such as a DropBox or via Google Drive. The Commission agreed to dispose of any winning photos on display at UMB Bank if they are not picked up by the deadline. It was agreed that we could not sell the photos, but we can use them for publicity.  Agnes suggested that for next year, if a contest is held at all, it should involve taking photos on a single day, perhaps at the Cars & Guitars event. These could be posted with a hashtag on social media, grouped via hashtag, and people could vote. 
VII. Art at the Station:  The Call for Submissions has been issued. The deadline is in three weeks.

VIII. Public Art:  The Public Art Subcommittee will meet next Wednesday and will consider whether or not to recommend a second year of Sculpture on the Move. The next CCA meeting is November 5, from 11:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  They will do either a mural program or a bench program. We need someone to attend since Agnes will be out of town. (Follow-up: Murray Pounds attended this.) 

IX. Foundation:  The Foundation did not have a quorum at its last meeting.  The appeal letter will go out the second week in November. The annual meeting is on November 13, when officers will be elected. Regarding the proposed budget submitted to the City, the item labeled “Publicity” will be changed to “Project To Be Determined.” Jim Weidman made a motion to this effect.  Gary Hochberg seconded the motion. Motion passed.
