II. Conservation of Public Art:  Procurement Director David Weidler discussed the conservation projects he and Zoe Perkins are working on, including the “3 Chairs” and the concrete sculpture in the Memorial Walkway. III. City Budget:  The budget for Sculpture on the Move was discussed. Agnes Garino moved to approve the Making Music budget. Glenda Hares seconded the motion. Motion passed.  Other budget requests:  1) Greentree Festival, $600. 2) Cars and Guitars Festival, $600.  3) An undetermined amount for Art at the Station.  Glenda made a motion to approve these budget amounts. Agnes Garino seconded the motion. Motion passed. 
V. Public Art:  Agnes reported that the CCA is proposing one of two public art projects – painted benches or murals. She will get a cost estimate for both. asked Beth to look into lighting the Purple Twist sculpture.

VI. Greentree Donation:  $50 was collected in donations. 

VII. Tabled:  All other agenda items were tabled, as the quorum was lost when Commissioner Hochberg left the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
