I. Minutes:  Motion made by Judy Roberts and seconded by Jim Weidman to approve the minutes from April 17, 2018. Motion passed.  Motion made by Will Frank and seconded by Zoe Perkins to approve minutes from special April 30 meeting. Motion passed. 

II. Public Comments:  Kirkwood resident Bill Ruppert made a presentation regarding the Arts Commission and the Performing Arts Center being built by the City.  He suggested this would be a good location for a “Wall of Fame” for notable Kirkwood residents, where the City could recognize notable people who have lived here and were active in the arts, such as Mel Bay (musician and music publisher), Scott Bakula (actor), and David Sanborn (musician).  This could include an exhibit of Mel Bay’s guitars.  He also suggested a Tour by Train to Washington, Missouri, via Alpine Rail Tours, to tour the Bryan Haynes gallery there. It could be a fundraiser for the Commission.  Mr. Ruppert will work on organizing this and report back to the Commission. 
III. Art at the Station:  The current artist is Florine Porter. Women in Focus opens in June with a reception on June 9.  Beth pointed out that Bill Burckhalter works many of the AATS receptions, but when he is not available, a host will have to be hired for the evening. This is also true for weekend receptions.  
IV. Making Music:  Gary Hochberg reported for the subcommittee. He passed around a design for the new program and brochure. It is ready for Cars and Guitars and they will print 4000 or 5000. There will be an ad in the Webster-Kirkwood times’ summer events calendar. Judy made a motion to approve the brochures.  The new design for the banners reflects a change in the program’s branded look. Judy Roberts moved to approve the banners and the new branding look and logo. Will Frank seconded the motion, which passed. 
V. Public Art:  Agnes gave an update on the Sculpture on the Move program. CCA will send out a public relations plan by approximately June 4. Agnes is working with Signarama on the plaque holder and post. There wil be two pieces. Both will fit into the holder. The next CCA meeting will be June 4 in Eureka. She needs another member to attend. 
a. Fire Hydrant Painting:  Agnes will ask Nancy Grimes to evaluate the process. 
b. Photo Contest:  Jim Erwin reported that one person in the under 18 category has signed up, but that is the extent of the sign-ups so far, and there have been no actual entries entered.  Agnes handed out the poster for review. The reception will be September 28, 6:00 to 8:30 p.m., at the Train Station.  The cost will be $170 to rent the Station on a Friday night. Discussion ensued regarding whether to also hold a regular reception on the 1st Thursday  Paige Buffington moved to hold both receptions. Will Frank seconded the motion, which passed. 
VI. Arts Foundation:  Jim Weidman discussed the Foundation’s Annual Appeal, which had been mailed out the week before. He gave an update on the marketing plan the foundation is developing in partnership with Christy Beckmann.  He requested comments from all Commissioners on the plan. 
VII. Cars and Guitars: Zoe asked who could work the booth, and Jim Weidman, Agnes Garino, and Will Frank all volunteered. 

VIII. Sculpture Dedication:  Agnes distributed a proof of the invitation for review. She said she would have more information in early June. The dedication is scheduled for June 30 at 10:00 a.m. Agnes inquired about a public address system and speakers. She suggested having a ribbon-cutting, refreshments, and balloons.

IX. Greentree:  The Booth and parade applications have been submitted.

X. Other:  Agnes will present the Commission’s Annual Report at the June 7 Council meeting. She needs changes to it by May 31.  There was a brief discussion of the art donation process. Zoe will develop a list of questions for the donation by Agnes Garino and send that list to Will Frank. Will Frank will coordinate with Jim Weidman and the Public Art Subcommittee.
