Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission convened on August 28 2018 at Kirkwood City Hall, 139 S. Kirkwood Road, Kirkwood, Missouri.
I. Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:01pm by Chair David Slane. 
II. Secretary Report:  Motion was made by Joe Day and seconded by Andy Baldridge to approve minutes as submitted. Minutes from the July 24th meeting were approved unanimously.
III. Tree Removal Requests:  Concordia Lutheran, 505 S. Kirkwood Road: Expansion at this location will require the removal of two street trees on Clay. They are pin oaks and not in great shape. The new landscaping plan calls for planting of 46 new trees. Carol Rush moved to approve the request and Chris Molitor seconded the motion. All were in favor. 517 Coverdale: This tree removal request had been denied at the July 24th meeting. The petitioner desired additional discussion, which occurred. The Commission chose to let the earlier denial stand. 403 Longfellow: This was a request to allow removal of a tree close to the planned driveway of a new home. Carol Rush made a motion to deny the removal request as the tree is young and in good shape. Andy Baldridge seconded the motion. All were in favor of denying the request except for Joe Day who abstained.
IV. Citizen Comments:  None.
V. City Forester Report: Cory Meyer reported that pruning is continuing. Corrective pruning of young trees that have never been pruned before can look dramatic to the average citizen and he has been dealing with several concerned callers.. He has currently identified about 95 trees which need to be removed. Winter drought and early extreme heat has been very rough on trees this year. He is getting ready to work with 50 Trees group and has shared with them 30 potential City sites for tree planting.
VI. ACTIVITY REPORTS
a. Junior TreeKeepers Program: David Slane reported that the program will again be taught at St. Peter and St. Gerard Magellan.
b. Education and Outreach:   Georgia Ragland handed out the final copy for the October utility insert education piece.

e. Event Participation:  The Commission discussed operations for their Greentree booth. Staff will supply them with 150 copies of the utility insert; identification sheets have been printed and laminated to identify the six species of recommended alternatives to bush honeysuckle which they are borrowing from a local greenhouse and featuring at the booth. Carol Rush suggested once again handing out instructions on how to plant a tree and having good pictures on what the six species will look like once they are mature. A sign-up sheet was handed around to make sure the booth was staffed by volunteers.
f. Tree Ordinance Report: Cory Meyer lead a discussion of the draft tree preservation ordinance which members had received a few days ago. The draft has been sent to the home builders association for comments. Staff reported that it will be put on the website and any comments received will be shared with the Commission. Once the Commission finalizes the proposed ordinance staff will seek time on a Council work session so that members can present it to Council and participate in a discussion.
