V. City Forester Report: Cory Meyer reported that staff had worked with Aberdeen Heights to see that trees were planted to replace dead trees that were removed a few months ago. He will make a site visit to review species and locations. There are few trees remaining on the hazardous tree removal list. After the utility bill insert went out he has been getting a lot of calls from people interested in having street trees planted so he has begun a list for next year. He also reported working with 50 Trees on their tree planting site list prior to their planting date of November 3rd. City employees will be planting city trees the week of October 23rd.

a. Junior TreeKeepers Program: Staff reported that the order for seedlings has been placed. Linda Holekamp reported that St. Peter is finding a site for a tree planting the week of November 5 so that the kids participating in the program can plant a Bald Cypress on the grounds. David Slane led a discussion following up on his proposal at the last meeting that the commission develop a program in the park with several stations such as leaf pressing, tree planting, etc. so that with one field trip students could get through the curriculum. He will attempt to find partners with the school district, MO extension service, and others.
