Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission convened on June 26, 2018 at Kirkwood City Hall, 139 S. Kirkwood Road, Kirkwood, Missouri.
I. Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by Chair David Slane.
II. Secretary Report:  Motion was made by Andy Baldridge and seconded by Linda Holekamp to approve minutes as submitted. Minutes from the May 22nd  meeting were approved unanimously.
III. Tree Removal Requests:  517 Coverdale. Mr. Haskenhoff of Frontenac Forestry was present on behalf of the owner to request removal of a mature red oak in the parkway.  A new home is being built on the lot and the plans have been approved by ARB. The lot is odd shaped and frontage is limited. A driveway is planned where its location would require the tree’s removal. There was discussion about the long term health of the tree given that utility work and lack of tree protection to date have probably already compromised its health. As the tree removal request had been submitted on June 22nd, not all of the members had been able to make a site visit. Joe Day motioned to continue this matter to the July 24th meeting. Barbara Sandhagen seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

VII. ACTIVITY REPORTS
a. Junior TreeKeepers Program: Georgia Ragland reported that a $350 donation had been received from the 25 Gardeners club to help pay for materials and supplies for the Junior TreeKeepers program. A legislative request appropriating the funds to the correct expenditure account has been prepared for council consideration. 
b. Education and Outreach:   There remained consensus that the October utility insert should include what makes a good street tree; plant an oak but not a pin oak information; how to recognize and deal with hypoxylon canker on oak trees; the Emerald Ash Borer; and importance of eradicating honeysuckle and what to plant instead. Linda Holekamp and Georgia Ragland met on June 14th to work on the insert. Cory Meyer provided his input and a draft is being prepared by Beth von Behren, the City’s public information officer, which should be available at the commission’s next meeting for discussion.

Linda Holekamp suggested that efforts be made to have at the booth samples of the three plant species that the commission is recommending in the October utility insert that would make for good alternatives to invasive bush honeysuckle. She has made sure that the recommended species (Viburnum, Black chokeberry, and Fragrant sumac) are available locally.
