Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission convened on July 30, 2019 at Kirkwood City Hall, 139 S. Kirkwood Road, Kirkwood, Missouri. 
I. Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00m by Chair Joseph Day. 
II. Secretary Report:  Motion was made by Carol Rush and seconded by Andy Baldridge to approve minutes as submitted. Minutes from the June 25th meeting of the Commission were approved unanimously.
III. Tree Removal Requests:  648 Lewiston – requested removal of a small silver maple tree in the way of a proposed new home. Andy Baldridge made a motion to allow the tree’s removal. Linda Holekamp seconded the motion. All were in favor.

VI. ACTIVITY REPORTS
a. Junior TreeKeepers Program: Linda Holekamp with the assistance of former member Priscilla Ward provided a detailed report on the upcoming Junior TreeKeeper Field Day for Westchester fourth grade students on Wednesday, September 25th. The day will start with buses of students arriving at the amphitheater in Kirkwood Park between 9:20 and 9:30am. There will be 5 stations for students to attend. Because it is so early in the school year the curriculum will primarily be one that reinforces what they learned in 3rd Grade. Linda is trying to get two trees for the students to plant at the park (half will plant a tree while the other half views David Slane’s tree climb). The Mayor has confirmed his attendance at 2pm. Barbara Sandhagen requested a lot of materials from the Missouri Department of Conservation which were received at city hall and given into the custody of Linda Holekamp for distribution at Greentree and at the Field Day.
b. Education and Outreach:   Staff distributed a copy of the prior year’s utility insert devoted to forestry and asked for suggestions for this year’s insert. The PIO will need copy finalized by August 12th. Suggestions included keeping information about the need for honeysuckle eradication; information featuring the tree inventory and street tree map; and general benefits of trees.
