0. Case No. 25-19S-151 W Jefferson Ave. – Gelato Di Riso – Zoning B-2 – Signarama, applicant.  New wall sign: sign 18” x 81” = 10.12 sq. ft.  Window Sign (1) 24” x 29” = 4.833 sq. ft. Window Sign (2) 21” x 22” = 3.208 sq. ft. Total signage: 18.166 sq. ft. Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve as submitted for final review. Dick Gordon seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

b. Case No. 116-19R – 800 W. Essex Ave. – Zoning R-3 – David Schaub, applicant.  2nd story rear addition and interior renovations. Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Enclose underside of deck with picture framed lattice. Curt Rafferty seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

c. Case No. 117-19R – 630 Knierim Pl. – Zoning R-4 – Lewis Homes, applicant.  New single family residence. Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Front gable wall to be framed out 4-6”. 2) Replace 2 windows in new alcove with 1 centered window. 3) Heavy timber on 3 gables to be same size. 4) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides and 12” in front. 5) Add framed lattice under back porch. Mike Chiodini seconded motion. Unanimously approved. 


d. Case No. 118-19R – 320 Bogey Ln. – Zoning R-4  - Lewis Homes, applicant.  New single family residence. Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides and 12” in front. 2) Bay window overhang per sheet A-6 detail. 3) Left elevation fireplace windows to be 2x2 with grids. Mike Chiodini seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

e. Case No. 119-19R – 465 S Clay Ave. Zoning R-4 – Dunavant Enterprises, LLC.  New single family residence. Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Add two 2’6” x 5’6”windows to garage left elevation. 2) Change front porch columns to 3 single 12” columns. 3) Submit garage door for cursory approval. Mike Chiodini seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

f. Case No. 120-19R – 215 Dickson St.- Zoning R-3- Agape Construction, applicant.  Master suite addition and laundry remodel.	Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Install band board at gables on south elevation. 2) Wrap brick veneer around side approximately 2 feet on east elevation. Mike Chiodini seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

g. Case No. – 121-19R – 1134 Ruth Dr. – Zoning R-3 - Agape Construction, applicant.  Garage addition, kitchen reno, front porch. Mike Chiodini made a motion to continue the case to allow for exploration of various design options. Dick Gordon seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.

h. Case No. 122-19R – 525 E Argonne Dr.- Zoning R-3- Agape Construction, applicant.  Front porch addition and screened porch remodel. Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve as submitted for final review. Dick Gordon seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

i. Case No. 123-19R – 626 Meadowridge Ln.- Zoning R-4- Jason Buckner, applicant. Bathroom addition. Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted with the stipulation that the exterior vent be removed. Dick Gordon seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
 
j. Case No. 124-19R – 517 W. Washington Ave. – Zoning R-4 – Timothy Shotts, applicant.  2nd story addition and 2-car detached garage. Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve as submitted for final review. Dick Gordon seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

k. Case No. 125-19R – 569 Andrews Ave. – Zoning R-4- Renaissance Living LLC, applicant.  New single family residence. Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Remove stone on front of garage. 2) Add two 3/0 x5/0 windows in side elevation of garage. 3) Add four additional 2/0x2/0 windows (two first level and two second level). 4) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides and 12” in front. Dick Gordon seconded motion. Unanimously approved.
