Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission convened on September 24, 2019 at Kirkwood City Hall, 139 S. Kirkwood Road, Kirkwood, Missouri. 
I. Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chair Joseph Day. 
II. Secretary Report:  Motion was made by Carol Rush and seconded by Andy Baldridge to approve minutes as submitted. Minutes from the August 27th meeting of the Commission were approved unanimously.
III. Tree Removal Requests:  None. 
IV. Citizen Comments:  None.
V. Urban Forester Report: Cory reported that pro-active pruning was placed on hold so as to focus funds and attention on removal of hazardous trees.  There are 113 hazardous trees scheduled to be removed, with 7 more of them to be inspected. He is seeing a lot of dead oak trees and some maples in decline.  There has been a lot of environmental stress on trees the last few years. The oaks have been affected by hpyoxylon.
VI. ACTIVITY REPORTS
a. Junior TreeKeepers Program: Linda Holekamp reported on the upcoming Junior TreeKeeper Field Day for Westchester fourth grade students on Wednesday, September 25th. Linda, Chris, Andy, Joe and Barb will be there along with volunteers. Priscilla Ward brought samples of the materials the students will receive. She had prepped 105 bags with materials. Discussion about the ordering of tree seedlings was put off until the October meeting.
b. Education and Outreach:   It was reported that 50 Trees has completed maintenance this summer on all the trees they have planted. They were successful at Greentree in raising money to continue their planting efforts. Cory reported that Electric Director Mark Petty is considering putting some information out pro-actively about why pear trees under power lines should be removed.
