III. Sign Review- New Business
0. Case No. 34-19S – 108-A N. Kirkwood Rd. – Zoning B-2 – Trevor Collis, applicant. Install a window door sign 26”x24” = 4.3 sq. ft. and one 22”x7” = 1.07 sq. ft. Total signage = 5.37 sq. ft. Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve with the following change: 1) remove phone number. Adam Edelbrock seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

V. Residential Review- New Business
a. Case No 166-19R – 420 New York St. – Zoning R-4 – Wei Liu, applicant.  New single family residence. Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Lower backside of roof line of porch and garage (without changing pitch) to allow for full size windows on the upper story center windows to match the other windows. 2) Garage door to have glass windows. 3) Add caps and bases (trim) to the front columns. 4) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides and 12” in front. 5) Add band board on gables. 6) Eliminate brick on front large gable and add hip to right side porch roof. 7) Raise fireplace roof to align with porch on rear. 8) Windows need sills and aprons. Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.




0. Case No 167-19R – 530 Iris Ln. – Zoning R-3 – Roesch Construction, applicant.  Addition. Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Add trim boards to increase the mass of columns. Add cap and base trim to front porch columns. 2) Porch gables and headers to be returned back to house creating overhang. Porch beam to be wrapped in trim board material.  3) Windows trimmed to match existing. 4) Remove curve from bay roof. 5) Wrap brick around side approximately 2 feet. 6) Change panels below bay to brick to match existing. 7) Exposed foundation painted to match existing. 8) Master bath window to be taller.  Adam Edelbrock seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

b. Case No 168-19R – 562 Andrews Ave. – Zoning R-4 – Brad Burgan, applicant.  New single family residence. Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes: 1) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides and 12” in front. 2) Add framed lattice under back porch stairs. Mike Chiodini seconded motion. Unanimously approved.
