City Clerk Laurie Asche read the following comments received via e-mail into the record:
1. Patrick Richmond, 444 N. Clay, made the following comments: 1) Just so people can find their seats on the trolley, it would be best if the trolley operator switches the interior lights on and leaves them on during the entire trip at all times while in service.  This would also help businesses people that maybe trying to read while the trolley is moving.  And the interior lights being on, it would also help people see each other when they are trying to talk to 
each other while on board, 2) For the stops, have the operator announce the stops and have the stop announcement followed by a clang on the trolley gong.  If not, have an automated announcement system and I would use the same guy as the announcer as the one that is used on the cross walk signals.  And the announcer would say "This is ----" and the operator clangs the bell after the announcement, 3) I would like for the trolley service to open either in late September or early October.  Maybe even have two public trial runs on Thursday September 3rd and one on Saturday October 31 so that way the voters can have their say about the trolley.   If we get at least a good positive feedback from the public, I would like to have you all open the new trolley line.
