Kirkwood Arts Commission Minutes
Tuesday, December 14, 2021
Kirkwood Community Center




The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Zoe Perkins, Chairperson. In attendance: Zoe Perkins, April Morris, Deanna Stevenson, Ellen Edman, Erika Whittaker, Stefanie Kirkland, James Erwin, Art McDonnell (Kirkwood Arts Foundation), Kyle Henke (Staff Liaison) and Rick Duplissie (Kirkwood Performing Arts Center General Manager).

I. CITIZEN COMMENTS—There were no citizen comments. 

II. APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER 16, 2021 MEETING MINUTES. April Morris moved to approve the   
	November 16, 2021 Meeting Minutes; Ellen Edman seconded the motion. Corrections were 
	submitted and the minutes were approved as amended.

III. YOUTH ADVISORY COUNCIL. Zoe Perkins welcomed Amanda Christopher (Kirkwood High 
	School), a member of the Youth Advisory Council.

IV. COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. Kirkwood Arts Foundation. Art McDonnell thanked April Morris for her work on the appeal 
letter. Art reported that, with the help of April and Sheri Mistretta, the PayPal account has been unlocked. A new webpage will be available  in January 2022, which will have a donate button connected to the PayPal account. A QR code will be created to allow donations to be made electronically at concerts. New email accounts will also be created. The Foundation is awaiting word from the Gaylord Foundation about an expected grant. A discussion was had about email security.

B. Making Music. Erika Whittaker reported that four bands have been confirmed, one is likely to 
be confirmed, and one other is expected to be confirmed for the summer concert series. The committee is considering an additional concert date. 

C. Mel Bay. Zoe Perkins reported that there are four dates available for the Mel Bay event, but 
none have yet been selected. Paul Reuter, former director of the Sheldon, has assisted in drafting a budget. 

D. MACAA. April Morris reported that MACAA is hosting a webinar on Thursday, December 16 
at 1:00 p.m. about thanking supporters. She will send a link for interested members. 

E. Sculpture on the Move. April Morris reported that the payment for participation in the 2022 
program is due after the first of the year. Kyle said that he is awaiting the invoice. Art McDonnell said that the City Council have approved the Four Hands Brewery proposal. Construction will not be finished until late Fall 2022. The Brewery is still interested in the Sculpture on the Move program but will have to postpone its participation until 2023. 

F. Visual Arts Program. Zoe Perkins reported that the Visual Arts Committee met December 9. 
The Committee proposed the creation of a new program entitled “The Gallery Program,” and circulated a draft invitation to be sent to artists. The plan is to have three series beginning in March 2022 for display at the Kirkwood Performing Arts Center. 

V. UNFINISHED BUSINESS. There was no unfinished business.

VI. NEW BUSINESS.

A. MEETING WITH RUSS HAWES. Zoe Perkins met with Russ Hawes and had a productive 
discussion of issues relating to the arts and the Arts Commission.

B. DECISION REGARDING GIFT TO CITY. Zoe Perkins said the Commission needed to make 
a decision regarding the potential gift of the KISS sculpture. The sculpture is in good condition but needs a more secure base. The Park Board has agreed that the sculpture may be placed in a park, subject to agreement on a location. 

        Ellen Edman moved that the gift be accepted. Deanna Stevenson seconded the motion. After 
        discussion, the Commission voted 6-1 t accept the gift. 

C. IDEAS FOR FUTURE ARTS COMMISSION PROJECTS. Zoe Perkins called for an open 
discussion of ideas for future projects for the Arts Commission to consider. Among the projects discussed were Cars and Guitars booth (June 11, 2022); additional music performances, including popup concerts with varied musical genres; plein air art event; art of the spoken word event; and a New Year’s Eve Party at the Kirkwood Performing Arts Center.
